Invite a relative or friend who hasn’t been for a while to come with you to Mass.

Invite your spouse or family or even a friend to join with you in doing these Lenten suggestions.
Whatever crosses you may be carrying, please come and place your pain or burden or affliction or
addiction before Jesus, as we make this journey of Lent 2026.
